● Hat, sun shirt, sunscreen, and bug spray 

● Water bottle 

● Lunch bag: morning snack, lunch, afternoon snack 

● *All items must be Nut free* 

● *Lunches will not be available for purchase on or offsite* 

● Weather appropriate clothing, raincoat etc. (we play rain or shine) 

● Any medication, such as an Epi-Pen or inhaler, must always be worn in a fanny pack 

except for the pool.

● Camper(s) will only be released to pre-approved caregivers.
